3. Minutes from February 23, 2009 were distributed.  It was mentioned that the 

minutes should reflect that Confirmation was held at St. Patrickôs, not Sacred 

Heart.  Change will be made. 

 

BUSINESS: 

1. Introduction:    

Father addressed a question from the council:  what is our purpose?  Father stated 

that the Council is the leadership of the parish.  All parish groups are represented 

on the council.  The Pastor will communicate his perspective and will oversee the 

council as it seeks consensus in the decision making process.   

2. Education Committee:   

a. Sister was not able to attend the meeting.  Elaine read the report that Sister 

submitted as follows:

c. We applied for a B.E.E.T. grant from the diocese for various sacramental and 

biblical DVDôs to enrich our programs for First Communion, First 

Reconciliation, Confirmation and the scripture study of the Old Testament in 

9
th

 grade.  Some of these DVDôs can also be used for adult education. 

d. Our elementary program will end on Sunday, April 26
th

 and our high school 

program ends on Wednesday, April 29
th

.   

3. Sacred Worship (Liturgy ) Committee:    

a. Father said that having Confirmation in the middle of Lent is not good from a 

liturgical and theological perspective.  Also, it is too much of an interruption 

to the whole program. 

b. There have been 10 to 12 in regular attendance of the Adult Education classes.  

The new book is ñA Well Built Faith.ò 

c. A compromise was made between the two choirs on practice times/nights.  

The Adult Choir will practice at 6:30 PM on Wednesday night.  The 

Contemporary Choir will practice at 7:30 PM on Wednesday night.     

d. We have two members that will be welcomed into the Catholic Church 

through our RCIA program.  
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e. Holy Thursday service will be held at 7:30 PM; Good Friday at 2:00 PM and 

Holy Saturday service will be held at 8:00 PM. 

f. Mass Server training will be held on Saturday, April 18 at 9:00 AM.  All 

servers need to attend this training. 

g. Father said that Deacon Larry Agema, Deacon Victor Feltes and Mark Miller 

(a seminarian) will assist at Mass during Holy Week. 

h. The Extraordinary Ministers of the Eucharist will be asked to pick up their 

crosses from a table in the back of church before Mass.  That way if the 

ushers see a cross still laying there they will be able to ask someone to help 

out. 

4. Buildings and Grounds:    

a. Clarence said that some of the landscaping did not get done last fall so that 

will need to be done this spring. 

b. There are many additional projects that need to be planned for.  All these 

additional projects will be discussed at the next Buildings and Grounds 

Committee Meeting.
